Other information: 
 

• Candidates are expected to attend Mass regularly.   Candidates should plan to attend Mass with the group on 
session weekends.  Families and sponsors are invited and encouraged to attend with candidates. 

 

• Sponsors (fully initiated, practicing Catholic) should be chosen by the beginning of October.  Sponsors must be 
confirmed Catholics.  All sponsors will be asked to provide date and place of confirmation.  They should also be 
able to attend select meetings, all rituals and help with some service opportunities.  Note:  Parents may not be 
sponsors for their own children. 

 

• All candidates must have a copy of their baptism certificate on file in the Faith Formation Center by October 1 
(even if baptized at Our Lady of Grace.) 

 

• Retreats are required.  The date for our overnight retreat will be confirmed no later than orientation in 
September.  Please contact Robyn Lang if there are any questions. 

 

• The Confirmation program is designed to help candidates develop a better understanding of their Catholic faith 
and decide whether or not they are ready to make a commitment to continue the faith journey with the rest of 
the community.  Candidates are encouraged to ask questions, both here and at home.  Candidates will be 
asked to decide if they wish to continue on in the process at three different times in the year.  Those who 
choose to continue will make the decision public by participating in the Entrance Ritual, Covenant Ritual and 
finally, the Rite of Confirmation.
